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Requirements and Conditions for Players Wishing to Register for
Trials or Qualifications, Including Age:

1. Athletes must wear appropriate sports attire.
2. Athletes who are suspended due to disciplinary action are not
allowed to participate.

3. Players are not allowed to participate in more than one trial.

4. Participation is allowed for Saudi nationals. Non-Saudis are
also allowed to participate provided they hold a valid
residency permit for at least one year. The participation of
foreign athletes will be limited to 12% of the total number of
athletes. Children of citizens and newborns can be included on
the birth certificate, provided that the newborn is residing in
the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and that proof of this residency is
attached. If the newborn is not residing in the Kingdom, a
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valid residence permit must be provided along with proof of
their residency in the Kingdom, such as the national address .

5. Players must be medically fit and must present a medical
report issued within the last six months. No one will be
allowed to participate without the medical report, which must
be presented on the day of the trials.

6. If the sport is active in government clubs or private clubs
(Nafes), the player must bring their club ID and represent
their registered club in the sports performance system.

7. If the same competition is available for both youth and adults
or for young women and adult women, the player must
choose one competition as they cannot participate in both
categories.

8. Participants must be familiar with the rules and regulations of
the game.

9. Players must bring their own game equipment.

10. The organizing committee has the right to use photos
and videos taken during the Saudi Games 2024 for media and
advertising campaigns on media outlets and social media
platforms.

11. Accepts the participation of all registered players in the
clubs of the Ministry of Sport, private bodies and clubs, and
the training centers of the Federation and the generality.

12. Registration of qualifying time for participation:
Recorded times of racing for all players, male and female,
must have been achieved during the period after 01 January
2024.The registered qualifying time for the competition could
be obtained during Saudi national or certified international
competitions.

13. Each player has the right to participate in two individual
event and if the player participate in the relay event (Males),
he will have the right to participate in one individual event.

14. Each player, female, has the right to participate in one
individual race in addition to the relay race(Female)
15. Each team in the relay race is entitled to register only

one player (resident). Participation of all age groups is also
permitted.
16. Categories Approved in the Saudi Games 2024.
a. Category (Young males) 15 to 18 years old.
b. Group (young female) 13 to 17 years old.
c. Category (Adult male) 19 years and above.
d. Category (Adult female) 18 years and over
17. Top 14 players, male or female, qualify for the Saudi
Games for each race + 2 wild card.
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18. A player, male or female, in the youth category is
entitled to choose to participate in the public category.
19. If a player, male or female, in the youth category

chooses to compete in the general category, he or she is not
entitled to compete or be classified in the youth category.

20. Only one player, male or female, qualifies as resident for
each race at the 2024 Saudi Games.

21. Category 11 - 12 years old males are registered only in
the youth category (50 free -100 back - 100 chest - 100
butterfly).

22. Swimmers of the Youth Group (13-18 years)

23. Swimmers (13-18 years old) (2011-2006) who wish to

participate in the public category in the Saudi Games must be
registered in the public category on the Etihad portal for all
races available in the Saudi Games.

24. Female swimmers in the youth group (13-17 years)
(2013-2007) wishing to participate in the youth category in
the Saudi Games must be registered in the same category on
the Union portal.

25. Female swimmers of the Youth Group (13-17 years)
(2013-2007) wishing to participate in the public category in
the Saudi Games must be registered in the public category on
the Union portal.

26. In the youth category, male swimmers are integrated in
case there are few participants in the same race as the
technical management and general umpire of the tournament
deem appropriate.

27. In the youth category, female swimmers are integrated
if there are few participants in the same race as the technical
management and general umpire of the tournament deems
appropriate.

28. The Technical Committee has the right to interpret the
rules and conditions as understood in case of different
interpretations and views

29. Adherence to decent sports uniforms during the receipt
of medals or coronation.

30. Full commitment to changing clothes within the pool
rooms only.

31. The responsibility for bringing the swimmer, male or
female, to the racing preparation area lies with the club's
coach and administrators.

32. Customize lane 1 and lane 8 for pool 50m and lane 1 for
pool 25m during heating period for only starts and speeds.



33. The club is fully responsible for the conduct of
swimmers, coaches, administrators, parents of swimmers and
members of its club during the tournament. He is also
responsible for any direct or indirect actions by one of them
that contravene the law or contravene Riyadh's conduct,
whether or not his club is a party to the tournament.

34. The sanctions are applied to swimmers, administrators,
coaches, club members or parents if they commit the offence
whether they are actually participants in the tournaments or
are present in the viewers.

35. In the event of a departure from sporting behavior and
sportsmanship, the tournament manager, general referee or
technical committee may impose appropriate penalties to
preserve the continuation of the tournament.

36. Any or all of the following penalties shall apply to the
club whose technical, administrative, swimmers, guardians or
members of the club riot, protest inappropriately or refrain
from implementing the instructions of the tournament
manager or general referee.

a. Alarm

b. Expulsion

C. Suspension: Suspension shall be in the form of the number
of tournaments, days or months

d. Write off the results of the player or club.

e. Payment of a fine that is no less than 5,000 Saudi Riyals.

37. Except as previously stated in terms of the World
Aquatics Federation's laws will apply.
